This month’s recipe is 

 

PUMPKIN SHORTBREAD 

Crust 

1 cup butter or margarine 

1 cup sugar 

1 teaspoon salt 

2 cups flour 

 Mix all together to crumbly stage.  Pat firmly 

into 13 x 9 pan.  Bake until lightly browned at 350°, 

about 15 minutes. 

 

Custard 

2 cups pumpkin 

1 1/3 cups sugar 

4 eggs 

1 1/3 Tablespoon flour 

1 teaspoon cinnamon 

1/6 teaspoon ginger 

½ teaspoon salt 

2 cups milk 

 After crust is browned, pour custard mixture 

over it.  Bake at 350° for 40 minutes to 1 hour until 

filling is fairly firm.  You can stick a butter knife 

into the center.  If it comes out clean, it is done.  

Allow to cool and cut into squares.  Keep in 

refrigerator. 

 

 

DECORATING TIP 

 

Do you want a quick, easy, inexpensive way to 

spark up your home but don’t know where to start?  

Adding color in a room can change the entire look 

and feel. Try some of these simple ideas.  Instead of 

going with safe, neutral  wall colors go with a 

deeper, richer hue or better yet, select a different 

color all together.  Another quick fix is adding or 

changing color by using pillows, a throw, or even 

an area rug.
